The meeting took place in the math computer lab on Tuesday, Septem-

ber 29 and helped students to figure out which steps to take first in the application proc-

ess. 

 Mrs. Halket and Mr. Sodhi showed the attendees the website 

www.csumentor.com. They explained that it is a good idea to start an account with the 

website. Then, a movie can be watched which explains how to fill out an application and 

answers any questions.  

 The website can be used to select which state school a student is interested in. It 

then leads you to the application for that school. A huge benefit of csumentor.com is that 

once you fill out an application for one CSU, the site records all of the information so 

that you will only have to fill out part of the next application. While filling out the appli-

cation, be sure to have your social security number, a copy of your transcript, your ACT 

or SAT scores, and a credit card to pay for the application. If needed, a fee waiver for 

the application process can be obtained.  

 Alka Pande went to the CSU workshop and found it very helpful, ñIôm inter-

ested in applying to Cal State East Bay and now I know exactly how to apply.ò 

 State colleges opened their admissions on Thursday, October 1 for applicants of 

the 2010 fall semester. Due to budget cuts, many schools will be impacted. Chico, 

Fresno, Fullerton, Long Beach, Northridge, Pomona, San Diego, San Francisco, San 

Jose, San Luis Obispo, San Marco, and Sonoma are impacted campuses. Counselors 

recommend students apply to local schools, such as SFSU as state colleges will give 

local students top priority.  

For 

help with the application process, be sure to visit your counselor.
