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Academic Block D is a program for students with great academic 

success to join for acknowledgement.  In order to be a member in this pro-

gram, there are some requirements that you have to fulfill.   

 You could be eligible if you have a grade point average of 3.5 or 

higher for three consecutive semesters or five total semesters. If you are 

taking AP classes and get a C or better, you will get one extra grade point 

for those classes.  Once you have the required grade point average, you 

have to submit an application. You will receive a Certificate of Accom-

plishment when your first application is accepted in recognition of your 

academic achievement.  When your second application is accepted, you get 

a Certificate of Commendation.  You will receive another Certificate of 

Commendation with your third and fourth applications if your 3.5 GPA is 

not in consecutive semesters.  When your third consecutive application or 

fifth non-consecutive application is accepted, you receive the highly cov-

eted and sought after Academic Letter.  You can continue to submit appli-

cations after receiving the Academic Letter, and when they are accepted 

you receive an Honor pin. 

There are also some restrictions in joining the Academic Block D 

program as well. You canôt get suspended during the semester, have any 

uncleared cuts or have been dropped from a class because of behavior or 

attendance issues.  Only academic classes that are accepted for graduation 

count in your GPA, and there are some different  

requirements for transfer students, so make sure to check with your coun-

selor if you have any questions. 

Something very important that you have to remember to do is turn 

in your completed application to the counseling office by 12:30 p.m. on 

Friday, October 31 to be considered for the spring 2008 semester.  Fresh-

men are not eligible to apply until next semester.

Also, in at-

tempt to frighten and scare away the spirits, civilians would be 

loud and disruptive all over town. Warding off evil spirits, and 

escaping being possessed is what the old Irish came to know as 

Halloween.  

  Since Celts were the ones who established Halloween 

traditions, you would think that they too came up with trick or 

treating. Surprisingly, thatôs not the case. Trick or Treating is 

thought to have originated from a ninth century European custom 

called Souling. On All Souls Day, Christians would travel to dif-

The char-

acters all seem too similar and keep spouting about how they have to ñsave the worldò over and over again with their superpowers. 

One of the showôs main characterôs Peter Petrelli(Milo Ventimiglia), seems too gullible in all the episodes he appears in and the 

showôs main villain, Sylar (Zachary Quinto) suddenly reverts from being a sadistic killer to more of a recovering drug addict stating 

that all his ñcrimes are behind him nowò. 

Despite all the issues still present in this season, there are still some high points. Masi Okaôs character Hiro is still one of the 

showôs most entertaining characters and still retains some of the first seasonôs charms.
